The town is primarily a farming community.  There is a regularly training militia (known as the Watch) consisting of 500 of the males (Medium Infantry, Fighter 1), who train once a week, and take turns keeping watch at night.  During the day, most people will be out tending the fields, and other people will attend to their respective professions.  The town is growing, and there is construction underway, as well as general maintenance to be done on the rest of the town.  Town itself consists of a main road lined with the various shops and merchants, and farms are spread out amongst the surrounding countryside.  While the town does not have walls, it does have watch towers surrounding it, with a first-rate bell-and-fire signal system set up to quickly alert the town to approaching danger.  

All normal goods are available in Darrowshire.  All weapons and armor found in the Player’s Handbook are easily available, but have a 25% markup.  

The main NPCs:

Ogden the tavern owner owns the Rising Star Inn, which is a modest venture with 10 rooms and a small dining room.  All typical foodstuffs can be had here, as well as lodging.  Neutral Good Tavernkeeper.

Mayor Redford has been the Mayor of Darrowshire since its founding.  He is now in his late 40s, and lives with his wife, Sarah, and three sons.  He has his office in the Town Hall, but he spends most of his time wandering the town, speaking with merchants, and making the rounds to the various farms.  He is a devoted man, and takes his responsibilities as Mayor very seriously.  He cares for the people of Darrowshire as if they were his own.  His oldest son, Thomas, serves in the militia.  Lawful Good Mayor.		

Thomas Redford is tewnty-two-year-old the son of the Mayor.  He serves in the militia as a private.  Though he keeps it secret for fear of persecution, Thomas is a devout member of the Church of the Void.  He confesses regularly to Voidwalker Marley, often telling more than he should about details he learns on the job.  Lawful Good Fighter 1.

Marshall Dugan is the captain of the Watch.  Though he had no formal military training, he is a seasoned veteran of 39 and a competent tactician.  He is loved by his men, and he works hard to ensure that the town is well defended against any threat.  He spends his days touring the defenses, training, and conducting scouting parties out into the farmlands to make sure that all is well.  He spends his evenings in the Rising Star Inn, where he usually becomes drunk and has a roaring good time with whoever happens to be around that night.  He has never married, and so flirts with the serving girls mercilessly.  Right now, he has his eyes set on Jane, and the rumors going around say that Jane has her eyes set on him as well.  Chaotic Good Fighter 3.
Mary-Elizabeth, the town gossip, is a good-natured woman in her early 50s.  Despite the fact that she is a busybody, she is a very personable woman and is generally well-liked.  She does much of the social arrangements for Darrowshire, such as dances and festivals.  If there is any gossip to be had in Darrowshire, she will be the first one to know about it.

Voidwalker Marley is the local parishioner for the Church of the Void.  He is a dark man in his early 30s.  He keeps his black hair just below his ears and dresses all in black.  He spends most of his time in the church, but occasionally he wanders the streets looking for people who have not shown up for worship recently.  He is mysterious, and the children tell tales of him, but though he is certainly ominous, he is generally thought to be harmless by the elders.  Chaotic Good Cleric 4.

Alexander the Foreman runs the building company.  Right now most of their effort is being spent at the dig site near the quarries. 

Lord Cromwell is the richest man in town.  Very little is known about him.  He is generally fairly reclusive, though it is rumored that he may have connections with the Mayor.  He is in fact one of the first targets of the Crowd once it has enough intelligence to pick targets deliberately.

Inspector Stillwell works for the Mayor.  Sometimes, the Mayor needs a secretive agent to go undercover and make contacts.  While the Mayor could not be of truer heart or more incorruptible, the same is not necessarily true about his shadowy left hand man.  Any dark or sinister deeds committed by this man will be due to him stretching his orders.  The Mayor, if he knew, would have him arrested.  Unfortunately, he is good at keeping his actions just out of the Mayor’s sight…

Important Locations: 

The Church of the Void is the local parish.  The Void God is an obscure god, but the general tenets of the faith are that Void created all life out of himself, the void.  Without the void, there could be no life to fill it.  It is rumored that it has cult-like properties.  The symbol for Void is black tar.  Upon the altar is an oval pool of slowly bubbling tar.  Acolytes tend the bellows below the altar to ensure that the tar stays hot.
	Being after all a church, the Church of the Void assumes a charitable role in the town of Darrowshire, despite the fact that the faith of the Void is often misunderstood, and even feared.  Because of this, many people are afraid to turn to the church for help, even though it would be gladly rendered.  Sometimes, however, people are desperate.  Voidwalker Marley will take in anyone in need, especially the beggars of Darrowshire.  He helps give them work that is physically and spiritually fulfilling, in addition to food and lodging.

Rising Star Tavern is headed by Ogden.  It is a respectable establishment, and charges fair rates for meals and lodging.

Sure-Shod Shoppe is the local blacksmith shop.  Though most of the work is farm implements and horseshoes, the shop is well-equipped to handle the needs of adventuruers.  All normal weapons and armor through Splint Mail is available off the shelf, and any heavier armor can be made ready within a week.

The Dig Site is located near the quarries in the hills just outside town.  They have uncovered some interesting ruins, and are excavating them.
